In collaboration with patient advocacy organizations around the world, individuals touched by an LSD are encouraged to create an original piece of art to share their feelings of hope and explore the realities, perceptions, and experiences of living with an LSD.

				Expression of Hope is a global effort that was inspired in part by a program launched by the German Mucopolysaccharidosis (MPS) Society. Originally an association of parents whose children had the rare metabolic disease MPS, the German MPS Society developed a program called “…Also Bin Ich” (“...Therefore I Am”) that used art to raise awareness of MPS and its effects on individuals, families and communities. We first launched Expression of Hope in 2006. More than 100 patients and caregivers expressed their unique stories through their original pieces of artwork. Building on that initial success, Sanofi Genzyme launched the second Expression of Hope campaign, EOH II, in 2009. Expression of Hope III, launched in 2015, received over 150 submissions from 25 countries and in eight different languages.
